Judith J. Saklad Memorial Lecture Award
Presented Annually at the CPNP Annual Meeting

The CPNP membership has the opportunity to nominate individuals for the Saklad Award in the fall of each year. The CPNP Nominations Committee will consider all nominations and select one individual to receive the award. The following criteria are considered in the selection process. 

1. The Saklad Memorial Award will be given to a psychiatric or neurologic pharmacist role model with a broad range of contributions to the specialty.

2. Recipients do not need to be a CPNP member to receive the award. 

3. The recipient must be a senior member of the psychiatric or neurologic pharmacist community, defined as more than 15 years of service as a practitioner.

4. The recipient must be an individual who has achieved a high level of professional distinction in at least one of the following areas:

· Made significant scholarly contributions to psychiatric pharmacy.

· Provided significant leadership in academia or practice (i.e. deanship, full professor, director of psychiatric pharmacy education and research programs).

· Received awards for practice, research and education.

· Served as a mentor to others in the psychiatric pharmacy profession.

5. The Saklad Memorial Award recipient will receive a $2000 honorarium and complimentary registration to the CPNP Annual Meeting where they will be presented the Award along with air travel (advance purchase coach class) and three nights lodging.

6. If the selected recipient is not able to accept the invitation to attend the Annual Meeting, the Nominations and Awards Committee will select another recipient. This provision does not apply to selected recipients experiencing an emergency situation that prevents him/her from attending the meeting to accept the award.

7. The Saklad Memorial Award recipient is asked to present a brief presentation at the Annual Meeting during the event where the award is presented.

8. The recipient is also requested to provide their presentation in an electronic format for posting on the CPNP Website.
